Canon’s incredible new LUCIA 12-colour
ink system sets the standard in high quality,
expressive colour reproduction. As well as
conventional CMY (cyan, magenta, yellow)
inks, RGB (red, green, blue) inks are
incorporated. Since these two systems

have a complementary colour relationship,
they enable superb, distortion- free, balanced
colours over the entire and expansive
colour space.

The 12-colour system includes grey and
photo grey, enabling constant monochrome
prints with smooth graduations and virtually
no graininess compared to conventional
printing technologies.

Two types of black ink help produce optimum
results. For photo-type media, a black ink (BK)
is used and for high contrast prints on matt
paper, a matt black (MBK) is used. This process
ensures smooth graduations across all media
and is highly efficient, as the relevant ink is
automatically selected for each media type.

Canon’s FINE technology uses ink bubbles
that are formed at the top of the nozzle to

separate and eject the ink.
